But, that peace was shattered when the sound of gunfire was
heard from inside an Amish school. By the time police broke
into the one -room schoolhouse they found 5 students shot
dead and the gunman who had committed suicide.

This shooting took place at the West Nickel Mi nes Amish
school in Lancaster County. The man who committed this
crime was known by the Amish. He lived among them and
hauled the milk from their farms to market.

Why did this man decide to enter that schoolhouse that day
with a gun and commit such a crime? He blamed God for the
death of his baby daughter nine years earlier. He said he
could not forgive God for taking his daughter who died twenty
minutes after her birth. So, he thought he was getting back

at God by shooting ten Amish school students killing five of
them.

Reporters, photographers and video crews came from around
the world to tell this tragic story. But underneath the
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horrible tragedy, there began to develop another story that
the world would soon hear about: the forgiveness of the
Amish people.

The afternoon of the shooting an Amish grandfather of one of
the children who was killed expressed forgiveness toward the
killer. Amish neighbors visited the family of the killer to
comfort them in their sorrow and pain. Amish mourners
outnumberedthenon-Ami sh at the kill e
The Amish immediately forgave the killer and showed
compassion toward his family.
