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150th Anniversary of St. John½s Lutheran Church 
The first 25 Years ð 1861 -1886 ð Part 1 of 6  by Scott Buth 

 

On April 1 st , 1861 our congregation was organized under the 
leadership of Pastor Henry Flack. Lutheranism in the 
Sullivan - Golden Lake dates back to 1852 when pastors from 
Watertown canvassed the area and discovered many 
Lutherans living in the Area. Worship services started in 
private homes, but were soon moved to the Golden Lake 
School. This building still stands to this day and is the 
home of member, Geraldine Hartling. One of the founders of 
the Church, Carl Zahn, still has many descendants still 

belong to our chur ch.  
 

In 1862 the leadership was assumed by Pastor Carl Nietmann, he served 
the congregation until 1867. Records show that in 1863 the membership 
was already up to 94 members. While serving as pastor he baptized 76 
children, confirmed 64 people, married 9 couples, and officiated at 30 
funerals. On April 17, 1865 the member voted to erect our 1 st  church. The 
land was donated by John Meyer. The Meyer descendants are still 
members of our church to this day.  
 

In 1868, Pastor Conrad Stoeffler was installed. His beginning salary was $ 
275.00/year. While serving the congregation for 12 years until 1880, this 
was a very busy time. In 1870 a Parsonage was erected for the pastor to 
live in. In 1878 the church member voted to extend the basement of the 
church and erect  a bell tower. The bell was purchased from a company in 
Racine and transported by August Vinz using a team of oxen. This same 
bell is still in our bell tower to this day. Pastor Stoeffler died on June 22 nd  
1880 and is buried in our cemetery.  
 

Pastor M. Cla us was installed in 1880 but retired after only 2 years due to 
poor health. Pastor G. Feustel of Concord served as a vacancy Pastor for a 
short period. On March 5, 1882 Rev, T.G. Gruber was called. His 
beginning salary was $ 400.00/ year. During his tenure  the parsonage was 
enlarged.  
 

While there are very few records about the church from this time period, 
it is amazing that there were as many members as recorded. Our church 
was started while the USA was embattled in the Civil War. There was no 
electricity,  no automobiles, no asphalt roads, no telephones and indoor 
plumbing had not even been invented. The following are some historical 
events from those 1 st  25 years. This might help you to realize how long 
ago 150 years really is.
