Council Minutes September 13, 2011  
The September 13, 2011 meeting was called to order by President Ritter.  Pastor Zemple 
gave the opening prayer. Present at the meeting were:  Pastor Zemple, John Ritter, Mark 
Jenks, Amanda Schellinger, Wes Jones, Bob Saeger, Ron Duesterbeck, Bob Saeger, Dennis 
McKnight, and Jim Jurgella. 
The secretary read the minutes from the previous Council meeting.  Jim Jurgella motioned 
and Bob Saeger seconded the motion to accept the minutes as read.  Motion carried. 
 

Treasurers Report  was read. Mark Jenks motioned to approve the report pending the 
annual audit.  Motion was seconded by Bob Saeger. 
 

Old Business 
A water softener and some new piping will be installed soon.  We’ve never had a softener 
in the church since it was built and there are some issues with the hard water.  Also new 
hose bibs will be installed. 
 

New Business 
It was brought up at the voters meeting that the organs had some broken keys and that 
the organ could have an update that it could sound like a piano.  Council decided to have 
the keys repaired but not to have the update since we have a piano already. 
The ceiling tile in the narthex need to be replaced.  One thought was to dry wall it and 
paint it with acoustical paint.  This idea will be investigated.   
The burned out ceiling lights in the altar area have been replaced with LED bulbs which 
will last longer and are cheaper to run. 
Brad Bechtel is getting bids for sealing and striping the parking lot asphalt 
The new organists will be paid $50.00 dollars per service. 
Mark Jenks asked permission to use the fellowship hall for a celebration for his son Caleb 
who just achieved Eagle Scout status in the boy scouts.  Council gave permission. 
 

Pastors Report  
Consecration Sunday could be November 13 or December 11.  There is a conflict of dates 
because of getting a guest preacher for the event. Council is pushing for the 13th of 
November. 
The Soul Surfer series will start on September 18th with four minute movie clips during 
the sermons and the full length movie on the 22nd of October. 
Pastor Kneer from Bethesda has asked if a group of St. Johns members could come on a 
Sunday to help with and be a part of the service.  Council agreed and a date could be set up 
for December.   Other churches have also been asked. 
 

The program Food for the Poor will have a representative Pastor come to St. Johns on 
March 25th, 2012.  We have had this presented before and there will be a free-will offering. 
 

Pastor logged 23 member visits, 4 chapel services, and 1 meeting outside the church 
during August. 
 

Council closed with a prayer from Pastor Zemple.
