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What constitutes a marriage in God’s eyes? By Pastor Dean

It is a public declaration made by

the man and woman that they are

committed to each other for life.
It is a couple stating to the world
their permanent commitment to
each other with a legally drafted
marriage certificate and a
ceremony performed by a legally
recognized official.

Today we live in a society that
readily accepts a man and a
woman “living together” apart
from the public declaration of a
ceremony resulting in a legally
binding marriage certificate.

God’s Word is clear that a sexual

relationship is only proper within
the bounds of marriage after a
man and a woman have
committed themselves to each
other in a public ceremony with a
legally binding certificate.

The marriage certificate is not
just a piece of paper.

The Bible says that “living
together” without the benefit of

marriage is classed as a “public,
willful and an unrepentant sin.”

The believer in Jesus will take
this issue seriously and take the
proper measures to stop living in
such a way that is willful and
unrepentant.

For those couples “living
together” who desire to follow
God’s Word, please meditate
upon what God says:

“

e | Corinthians 7:2 “But
since there is so much
immorality, each man
should have his own wife,
and each woman her own
husband.”

o Hebrews 10:26-27 “If we
deliberately keep on sinning
after we have received the
knowledge of the truth, no
sacrifice for sins is left, but
only a fearful expectation of
judgment and of raging fire
that will consume the enemies
of God.”

o | Thessalonians 4:3ff “It
is God'’s will that you should be
sanctified; that you should
avoid sexual immorality; that
each of you should learn to
control his own body in a way
that is holy and honorable, not
in passionate lust like the
heathen, who do not know
God...Therefore, he who
rejects this instruction does not
reject man but God...”

o Romans 8:13 “For if you
live according to the sinful
nature, you will die; but if by
the Spirit you put to death the
misdeeds of the body, you will
live.”

o | Corinthians 6:9ff “Do
not be deceived: Neither the
sexually immoral nor idolaters
nor adulterers nor male
prostitutes nor homosexual
offenders...nor drunkards nor
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slanderers...will inherit the
kingdom of God.”

o | Corinthians 6:18ff
“Flee from sexual
immorality...he who sins
sexually sins against his own
body. Do you not know that
your body is a temple of the
Holy Spirit...”

o Ephesians 5:3ff “But
among you there must not be
even a hint of sexual
immorality...Let no one
deceive you with empty
words, for because of such
things God’s wrath comes on
those who are disobedient.”
Prior to the sexual revolution
of the 1960’s “living together”
was frowned upon by our
society and culture.
Cohabitation was commonly
called “living in sin.”

The Bible still calls sex
before marriage a sin.

What, then, is a Christian
couple to do who is living
together outside of marriage?

o Repent of the sin and
receive the Lord’s
forgiveness | John 1:8-10
o Refrain from a sexual
relationship until marriage
Hebrews 13:4

God is a forgiving God.

We all need to repent of sin
daily.

Part of our repentance is to
stop the sin and change with
the help of the Holy Spirit.

God by...
e Repenting of their sin

e Changing their situation
e Follow their Savior

The pastor’s goal in all this is simply
that the erring couple repent of their
sins, receive the grace and
forgiveness of the Gospel and live in
accord with God’s will for the
expression of their sexuality.

At the last judgment the pastor
will give an account for the flock.

e Did I give them a loving
warning when they were
publicly and willfully acting
contrary to God’s will?

e Did I warn them that sin will
drive away the Holy Spirit?

e Did | assure them that Christ
loves them and that he died
and rose again to redeem
them?

God knows it would be easier for the
pastor simply to look the other way!
But the Bible says: “Keep a close
watch on yourself and on the
teaching. Persistin this, for by
so doing you will save both
yourself and your hearers.”
